But marketing of agncultural
produce of the area was troublesome and unprofitable
as there was no bridge across the chhara

Fconomics option :

Ornat of many options cantilever was the most acceptable
as it could reduce the depth of bridge girder to a great
oxtent. Further, in order to avoid costly abutment and
wing wall. cantilever approach road (part and parcel
